
	What is done to the mouse
	How might the mouse feel during each step of this event or interaction?

	The mouse’s first injection. The animal technologist catches, checks and weighs the mouse, restrains and injects him, and places him back in the cage with his cagemates.
	
	

	As above, but this is the mouse’s 19th injection. What might be different and why?
	
	

	The mouse’s cage is taken to a procedure room and he is caught, weighed and placed into an induction chamber for gaseous anaesthesia.
	
	

	Following EEG implantation surgery with appropriate analgesia, the mouse wakes up individually housed in a new cage.
	
	

	The mouse is caught, placed in a transport box and taken to the procedure room. He was placed near the edge of a Morris water maze at 21oC, with a submerged platform in the centre. He is given 90 seconds to find and swim to the platform but he does not, so he is removed and dried with a towel then replaced in the box.
	
	




	What is done to the dog
	How might the dog feel during each step of this event or interaction? 
	How could any negative feelings be alleviated?

	Recovery from implantation surgery - after effects of anaesthesia, discomfort around wound (even with analgesia).

	
	

	Training to accept gavage, beginning with exposure to tube, gradually inserting into mouth and further down the throat in a series of sessions, slowly increasing duration and rewarding throughout.
	
	

	Removal from pen by handler, lead walking to procedure room, stepping into sling and standing for an hour, return to pen


	
	

	Potential after-effects of test compounds, e.g. if these do affect heart rate or blood pressure.

	
	

	Long-term life in a pen with the company of other dogs but limited stimulation and exercise, restricted access to humans.


	
	



	What is done to the zebrafish

	Being moved from nursery tanks into experimental tanks with a new social group. This involved exposure to air while in the net.
